CATALOG DESCRIPTION


This course provides students with the basic skills and knowledge necessary to design and publish a web page.  This course includes the study of  Hypertext Markup Language (HTML), including tags, tables, images, and frames.  





PREREQUISITES


Students should have a basic understanding of how to use a personal computer.  This includes the use of a mouse and keyboard.  Students should also have a basic knowledge of DOS, Windows 95/98, including the ability to manage file systems such as copying, deleting, and renaming files and directories.





RATIONALE


The internet has become an integral part of our everyday lives.  By learning the basic concepts associated with designing, developing, and publishing web pages, students will obtain the skills and knowledge necessary in order to use the internet as a repository for information in which they would like to make public.





COURSE OBJECTIVES


Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:





1.	Identify and apply HTML tags to your Web site,





2.	apply color, fonts, size, and formatting to your Web page,





3.	import text, graphics, and/or animation into a Web page, 





4.	create forms and submit them to an email address,





5. 	create tables





6.	create links to other HTML files and to email addresses,





7. 	choose a commercial internet provider for their web page,





8.	publish their web page on the GSU server.

The project must be published on the GSU UNIX server and a valid URL must be given to me upon completion of the project.





At a minimum, of 1 graphic, 1 link to a different site, a link to a different page, a link to an email site, and text with different size fonts, and text spacing is expected to be included on your site.  You should also have your URL address somewhere within your page.  If this minimum criteria is met you will receive maximum of 75 points.





Anything above and beyond the minimum criteria will receive additional points based upon the level of creativity and difficulty.
